Vayikra means “And
he called”. Ttis the name
Of the third Sefer of the
Torah and the first word
Of that Sefer.

When we ook at the word
Vavikra, we Can see that it has an
unhusual sized letter. The last letter Of
this word, the alef, is very small.

This is hot the only alef in the
Tanach which is of a different size. In
the Sefer of Divrei of Divrei Hayomim,
there is ahother irregular alef. Itisin
the word Adam, in the possuk which
tells us the order of the generations
beginning with Adam Harishon, the very
First man.

The alef in the word Adam is hot
small like alef in the word VayYikra.
Quite the opposite. This alef is
oversized, larger than the other |etters.

We can learh something about
Adam Harishon from the oversized alef
in his hame. Adam knew he was very
specCial, beCcause he was Created by
Hashem’s own hands. He felt very sure
about himself, SO sure of himself that
he wasnh’t Careful ahd he made the
mistake Of eating from the eitz hada’as.

Every person should know how
special he is, but he should hot become

proud or Careless. Moshe Rabbeinu
surely khew that he was specCial. After
all, he was the only onhe to speak to
Hashem “Face to face”. Yet, Moshe
felt more humble thanh any other
person. He used to tell himself: “All
that ] have is a gift from Hashem. If
Hashem had given these opportunities
t0 someone else, he surely would have
been much better than me”.

Moshe Rabbeinhu considered
himself smaller and |ess impOortant thah
others. That's why there is a little alef
in the word Vayikra. Rashi tells us that
Hashem’s calling Moshe was a sigh of
special Care. Hashem loves humble
people. Because Moshe was so humble,
Hashem called to him and showed him
SpecCial attention.

We are all children of Adam and
each of us has a spark of Moshe
TRabbeinu in his heshamah. To be as
great as Adam could have been, we
have to act small and humble, as Moshe
did.

At the end of x°p nw1o, we learn about the owr 1277 that a person
brings if he stole. The Torah also tells us that the person who stole needs to
return the stolen objects. The Torah tells us that 211 qwx 7917 Nk 22w - he
should “return the stolen object that he stole”. This refers to the time of
m>wn when everything that was stolen from the 7% during the times of M9
will be returned.

The 7105 then carries on and talks about '775 WX 17797 DX — a person
who kept an object that was deposited by him. This refers to the time of
mwn when all the lands that were taken from the 77°x will be returned to
them.

The 0o finishes by talking about 'x¥n WX 77287 DX' - someone who
kept a lost article that he found and didn’t return it to the owner. This refers
to the 77°x who are lost among the other nations of the world, who will be
gathered in, in the times of mwn.

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The Baal Shem Tov was once traveling with the Tazddik Reb Mendel from Bar. While on
the road, Reb Mendel was overtaken by a very strong thirst, but there was no water in
sight. The Baal Shem Tov told him, “If you will just have true trust in Hashem, then
Hashem will surely provide you with water”.

Moments after their conversation, the two Tzaddikim were approached by a man
looking for his lost horses. He told them that it was already three days he was looking
for his horses and asked if they had seen the runaway animals. Reb Mendel responded
that they had not seen the horses but would appreciate if the man could give them
some water. Indeed the man had water and graciously gave them some to
drink. Reb Mendel later asked the Baal Shem Tov, “If that man was put
on the road just so | could have water, why did we have to wait three
days?” The Baal Shem Tov replied that Hashem had prepared the man for
them before but was just waiting for Reb Mendel to have true Bitachon.

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The fifth Rebbe, the 2"v1 "1, 2217 2190 ', was born on X'"> 0 pwn 'S
(1860). After his father, the v"17n 27 passed away, in X'»n (1882), he
became Rebbe.
The 2"v1 'Y was famous for his exceptional mind and the organized
way in which he explained m70or. The 2"v1 ' wrote and gave over about
2,000 o nx» over the 38 years of his mx°wi. In 1"17n (1897), he
established the 72°w° o200 °omn, the first 72°w° in which the bochrim
learned both 731 and m7°017; it was this special yeshiva that produced the Chassidim,
who, in later years, would literally give up their lives to keep v»puv 7R alive under Soviet

rule.

InY'von (1915), the 2"wn " was forced to flee Lubavitch because of the First
World War and he moved to the Russian city of Rostov-on-Don. In his final years, he
began the battle against the new Communist regime’s efforts to destroy v’ puv 7R
throughout the Soviet Union.
