Background : 

Chabad of Yehuppets was established 19 years ago.  Seven years ago we built a 20,000 square foot building that supports a Shul, Pre-school, Hebrew school, Senior Center, Mikvah, Library, Banquet Hall and most recently a Teen-Game Room. Three years ago Rabbi xxx  joined our staff as the Hebrew school and youth directors. 

As part of our shlichus in “doing everything we can” we have identified a community of over eight hundred unaffiliated Jewish families and their children who are not being cared for.  Until now, there is no program in Yehuppets to serve the children with special needs. We feel that by establishing the Friendship Circle here, we would be able to serve these children. Although we have established a comprehensive system for children here, we feel that the adults in our communities have had very limited adult education or Torah classes. We feel that by introducing a new Shliach to our community we will be able to serve a need that is not being met and help them grow and maintain their Yiddishkeit.
