Perhaps the answer is that by
the great show that G-d put on at
Sinai he gave the Jews vigor and
enthusiasm more than just a set of
rules.

4. You cannot compare the
enthusiasm one would have when
keeping traditions passed down from
one man to a tradition that stems
from Sinai where everyone heard G-
d’s voice.
