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SHLICHUS FOR ME

DAY #1 | SUNDAY, 18 CHESHVAN
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Today’s theme is central and of utmost importance when talking about
Shlichus. We know how much the Rebbe wanted and encouraged our
parents to move on Shlichus. To inspire other Yidden to do more Mitzvos
and learn Torah with them. What we will see today, and explore more in
the coming days, is how the Rebbe very much wanted and encouraged
us children to do the same. We are also Shluchim, charged with a special
mission to help other Yidden grow in their Yidishkeit.

In this Sicha to Children on Pesach 5749, the Rebbe spoke about this
idea. 5749, just like this year, had 2 months of Adar - a leap year. Like
everything in the world, we must learn a lesson from this.

A leap year is in order to help the sun and the moon “stay together.” To
make sure the months and seasons match up.



Simply by looking at the sun and the moon, we can learn a special
lesson. The moon has no light of its own. The sun shines bright, and thus
gives light to the moon so it too can shine. The moon takes this light and
shares it with the world. So too, Hashem, like the sun, gives every child
the Shlichus and power to light up the whole world as the moon does.

Not only that! When does the moon shine and share its light? After
the sun sets! After the sun moves on to shine light on another part of
the world, the moon continues to shine with the light it receives from
the sun. This teaches us that even when it’s dark, us children can still be
bright! It may not seem bright around us, but we can take the light that
we have and brighten up our surroundings.

He can see how he’s supposed to act on his own, and how he can
affect his friends and surroundings, until they start to shine as well!

We see here very clearly-even as young children, under Bar Mitzva we
can be like the moon. We have so much light, and the Rebbe gave us an
important Shlichus to share it with everyone around us!

Rabbi Immanuel Schochet related, “I once went by dollars on Sunday
holding my grandson Levi. The Rebbe gave him a dollar, looked at me, and
said ‘Farvas hub Ich nechtn nisht gezehn bam farbrengen - Why didn’t |
see him at the farbrengen yesterday?’ “He was less than three years old.
| thought the Rebbe was making conversation, so | looked at the Rebbe
with a smile. But the Rebbe looked at me again and repeated, ‘Hub Ich
em nechtn nisht gezehn bam farbrengen.’ | didn't know what to answer.

“As we went home, | mentioned it to my children. My daughter told
me, that’s funny. Normally she would bring him to the farbrengen every
shabbos, but that Shabbos he wasn’t feeling well, and she didn’t bring
him...

“Can you imagine, you have a few thousand people at the farbrengen,
of all ages—a packed house, with so many children. My grandson was a
small child. That the Rebbe should know and remember who he sees and
who he didn’t...? And it was, in fact, the one and only Shabbos he wasn’t
there.



Even though the Rebbe had so many things to worry about, the Rebbe
noticed when a young child, his chossid, was not feeling well!

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AFFECTING CHILDREN AROUND YOU

DAY #2 | MONDAY, 19 CHESHVAN
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Yesterday we learnt about the Shlichus the Rebbe gave each one of us
children to have an effect on everyone around us.

Here, the Rebbe here gives us some practical examples of how we can
fulfill our special Shlichus. Even though we may be young, we can teach
and inspire all of the children that are around us.



Starting off with learning Torah. One of the 12 Pesukim is “Vshinantam
Livanecha” the mitzvah to teach your children Torah. The Chachamim
taught us that this refers not only to one's physical children, but includes
anyone that you teach. Your students are like your spiritual children that
the Torah is commanding us to teach. The Rebbe here tells us, that this
Possuk even applies to young children; that they should teach other
children what they know! Whatever you know, teach to someone else.

In the next Sicha the Rebbe gives some more examples. For boys, there
is a very special mitzvah of tzitzis. It is so important that everyone wear
tzitzis because tzitzis remind us to do all the mitzvos! Like the Possuk
says “ 11 myn 53 nx onan MK oexM'¢

It is our shlichus to make sure to inspire all the boys around us to wear
tzitzis every day.

For girls too there is a special mitzvah to inspire others in. Shabbos
candles, which are very unique in that they add light to light up the
entire world.

Rabbi Nosson Gurary, shliach of the Rebbe to Buffalo, New York, was
one of the earliest Shluchim to run a Chabad House on a college campus.
After a few years on shlichus, the university moved the campus center to
a new location. The move made it very difficult for students to access the
Chabad House. Suddenly, ten years into his Shlichus, Rabbi Gurary could
barely even get a Minyan on Shabbos and Yom Tov.

“l once went into the Rebbe, and | wrote how lonely it is on a Yom Tov
or on a Shabbos. The Rebbe said to me, ‘Vibald Az Du Tust Di Arbet Fun
Dem Rebbe’n Dem Shver, Iz Er Mit Dir - Since you are doing the work of
my father-in-law, the Rebbe, he is with you! Then the Rebbe said, ‘Un Mir
Zeinen Oichet Tzuzamen - And we are also together’ The Rebbe told me
clearly that he is with me, and he knows what I’'m going through.”

Yes, we may feel lonely sometimes in our makom hashlichus, but we
should always remember these words from the Rebbe, ‘when you’re
doing the Rebbe’s work, the Rebbe is there together with you!’

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TEACH WHATYOU KNOW!

DAY #3 | TUEDAY, 20 CHESHVAN
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We’ve learnt the past few days about the Shlichus the Rebbe awarded
to the children: To teach and help Yidden around them grow in their
Yiddishkeit. This can be a little intimidating, after all - we might not
know so much. We've only been learning for a couple of years. In this
sicha the Rebbe addresses this concern. On 15 Shevat 5731 the Rebbe
introduced one of the Ten Mivtzoyim - Mivtza Torah. The Rebbe wanted
Chasidim to learn Torah and teach Torah to others.

Many people may feel that others know more than them. “I am not
qualified to teach other people Torah.” “l only know a few pesukim or a
few Mishnayos.” They may feel that Mivtza Torah is not meant for them.



The Rebbe in this Farbrengen tells these people “Listen up! There is no
time - Moshiach is about to come!! Run into the street and learn Torah
with other Yidden! You only know one part of Torah? So teach them that
part!!”

The Rebbe goes even further, and exclaims, “Even if you only know the
letter Aleph - go into the street and scream Aleph. You will meet another
Yid that doesn't even know the letter Aleph!”

Eventually from the Aleph Beis they will go on to learn other parts of
Torah. You may never meet them again, but what you taught them will
stay with them and they will continue learning.

The message for us is very clear for us kids. We might feel like we don't
know a lot - but there are people all around us, in our Chabad Houses,
our communities and our schools that don't know what we already were
able to learn. Grab the opportunity and teach them whatever you know!

The message for us children is very clear from here. No matter how
much or how little we might know, the Rebbe is telling us that there are
those that still need to learn. We can always find someone that has not
yet learnt what we already know. Looking around our Chabad Houses,
we can be sure to meet someone that was not so lucky to go to a Jewish
school and learn all about Yiddishkeit, like we were. Teach them what
you know!

Rabbi Muleh & Bassi Azimov are the Rebbe’s Shluchim to France. Once,
when they visited the Rebbetzin, they noticed a certain gift that someone
had given. On their way out, as the Rebbetzin accompanied them to the
door, Mrs. Azimov complimented her by saying that it was a beautiful
gift. The Rebbetzin commented, “Nisht dos iz Matanos vos mir darf’n—
These are not the type of gifts that we need.” Mrs. Azimov grabbed the
opportunity and asked, “What are the types of Matanos that the Rebbe
and Rebbetzin would be satisfied with?” The Rebbetzin answered, “A
Shiur mit yunge—dos git Nachas Ruach—Classes for youth—that is
what gives Nachas Ruach.”

DAY #4 | WEDNESDAY, 21 CHESHVAN
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We discussed the past few days the special Shlichus with which
the Rebbe charged us - to teach and inspire all the children that we
encounter

These days, in many places and communities it can be hard to meet
and interact with other kids in person. Different Covid rules can make it
difficult to hang out with your friends as usual.

The Rebbe is talking here to children coming back from camp and is
talking all about our situation.

We spoke so many times about the importance of having Ahavas
Yisroel. It is not enough just to learn Torah and do Mitzvos ourselves, but
we also need to teach and affect other Jewish kids.

In addition to dealing with other kids that we meet in person, talking
to them about Torah and Mitzvos, we can also affect other children long



distance!

It is very common for children to have a Pen Pal to whom they write
letters. They keep in touch long distance by writing letters to each other.
We have to use out these letters to have a positive effect on the kids we
are writing to.

Obviously, we should write and talk to them about Yiddishkeit, but
still. Even just adding a ‘Boruch Hashem’ or a ‘BS”D’ can have a strong
impact on the kid reading the letter.

Writing letters isn’t so common these days, but we definitely have
other ways of communicating long distance with other children. Even
if we don't have the chance as often as before to see other children in
person, the Rebbes Shlichus for us is just as true! We can use forms of
technology to keep in touch and help other Yidden grow!!

Rabbi Shlomo Matusov, a shliach in Morocco, visited the Rebbe one
Sukkos. During his visit he went in to the Rebbe for Yechidus. During his
Yechidus, the Rebbe inquired about his shlichus. He asked how Rabbi
Matusov and his family had adjusted to life in Morocco. “Do you have a
picture of your children?”, the Rebbe asked.

Rabbi Matusov, somewhat surprised, handed the Rebbe some photos
he had in his wallet.

A few days after the Sukkos yechidus, Rabbi Binyamin Gorodetsky
asked Rabbi Matusov if he would like to visit Rebbetzin Chana, the Rebbes
mother. Rebbetzin Chana greeted Rabbi Matusov warmly, exclaiming that
he had beautiful children! The Rebbe had already shown her the photo of
Rabbi Matusov’s children from the yechidus.

You can see clearly that we, the Rebbe’s children, are the Rebbe’s pride
and joy.

DAY #5 | THURSDAY, 22 CHESHVAN
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We already spoke the past few days about the Shlichus the Rebbe
gave us children. To teach and pass on to other children anything that
we know about yiddishkeit. We can now start to see just how far our
actions can reach!

The Shlichus that all children have, (in addition to learning Torah and
doing Mitzvos themselves) is to show a living example - a dugma chaya
for everyone around them. Acting like a frum Chosid of the Rebbe,
inspires people and shows them how to live their life!

No matter how young you are - even before Bar Mitzvah, We all have
the same Aibeshter and the same Torah. We have a special Shlichus to
show an example for all those around us. The Rebbe explains - even
for adults! Everyone around you - other children, adults and even your
parents (!) can be affected by the shining example you set forth. A living
example of how a Chosid and Shliach HAPPILY serve Hashem and fulfil
their Shlichus.

The Rebbe is telling us here, our shlichus is not limited only to affecting
other children. We can teach, inspire and help even ADULTS as well to
grow and take new steps in their Yiddishkeit!



Before moving out on shlichus, the shluchim would go to the Rebbe to
get a brachah. Whether it was by yechidus or by dollars, or sometimes just
standing outside the Rebbe’s office. Many times, the Rebbe would make
sure to mention that their children are also going on shlichus, sometimes
even giving them a second dollar.

To one shliach, the Rebbe said that your daughter helps in the shlichus
by saying Modeh Ani and being a dugmah chaya. To someone else the
Rebbe said that just by being happy and smiling can have a powerful
impact.
